Use the following scale to choose the most appropriate number for each situation:

It is important that you answer each item as best as you can.

Situation Chance of Dozing (0-3)

Sitting and reading 2
Watching TV

Sitting, inactive in a public place (e.g., a theater or a meeting)

As a passenger in a car for an hour without a break

Lying down to rest in the afternoon while circumstances permit

Sitting and talking to someone
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Sitting quietly after a lunch without alcohol
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Total Score:

In a car or bus, while stopped for a few minutes in traffic

Your score will range from 0 to 24. A score above 10 indicates excessive daytime sleepiness.
A score above 16 is associated with a high level of excessive daytime sleepiness.

This questionnaire is not intended to take the place of talking with a doctor. Regardless of the questionnaire results, if
you have concerns about your symptoms, you are encouraged to discuss them with your doctor.
